This elderly woman was visited at home because of nausea and vomiting.
MEDICATIONS: The patient’s medications reviewed, which include Neurontin 100 mg t.i.d., Norco 5/325 mg p.r.n. up to three times a day, clonidine 0.1 mg twice a day, Tegretol 200 mg q.i.d., Norvasc 10 mg a day, and Lipitor 10 mg once a day.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient’s exam is totally negative.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable with a blood pressure of 130/70, pulse 88, respirations 18, O2 sat 99%.

I have asked the patient’s family, Michelle, her sister and the patient to cut back on her pain medication. Michelle tells me she is not in dire pain and she can definitely cut back on the Norco.

I have also reduced her Tegretol to twice a day.

I have asked the hospice to provide her with Zofran since Phenergan causes too much weakness and causes her not to be able to stay awake during the day.
We will reevaluate her condition and changes in medication in the next three to four days. The case was discussed with the patient’s sister Michelle and the patient as well as the patient’s hospice DON.
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
