Dear Dr. Moon:
This is a followup for Mrs. Mayer with chronic kidney disease, right-sided nephrectomy for renal cancer without recurrence, and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  No hospital visits.  Right back and hip pain follows pain clinic.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Extensive review of systems is being negative.
Medications:  Medications list reviewed.  I will highlight Norvasc, HCTZ, and verapamil.
Physical Exam:  Blood pressure today 126/76.  Weight for the most part is stable.  Few crackles on the left base, otherwise clear.  No pericardial rub.  No gallop.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema or gross focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.5, GFR 44 stage III, which is baseline.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.
2. Right-sided nephrectomy renal cancer without recurrence.
3. Blood pressure.  Continue present medications.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Present electrolytes, acid base, nutrition and calcium normal.  I do not see recent phosphorus.  Come back in the next seven months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
