Dear Mr. McConaughey
This is a followup for Mr. Baker with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in January.  Ileal conduit.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No abdominal pain.  According to wife he is physically active.  No gastrointestinal symptoms.  No respiratory or cardiovascular symptoms.  No gross edema.  Review of systems done.
Medications:  Medications list reviewed.  I will highlight the lisinopril, Coreg, diabetes cholesterol management, HCTZ, takes hydroxyurea for bone marrow problems.
Physical Exam:  Blood pressure runs in the low side by nurse 99/56.  Frail gentleman.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs distant clear.  No pericardial rub or gallop.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Ileal loop *_______*.  Gross bleeding.  No abdominal mass.
Labs:  Chemistries in May.  Creatinine 1.5, which is baseline representing a GFR 43 stage IIIB labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB, clinically stable.  Bladder cancer as well as prostate cancer status post surgery ileal loop.  No symptoms of uremia or volume overload.  Blood pressure in the low side, not symptomatic, tolerating ACE inhibitors among other blood pressure medications.

2. Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Does have however large red blood cells 125 as part of the bone marrow problems and medication hydroxyurea.  Stable low platelets without active bleeding.  Overall poor progression.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal calcium, iron and phosphorus.  All issues discussed with the patient and wife.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
