Dear Dr. Power:
This is a followup for Mr. McArthur with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and calcium oxalate stones.  Last visit December.  Four-vessel bypass surgery done.  No complications.  Did have atrial fibrillation, on sinus rhythm.  He has not required any oxygen, inhalers or CPAP machine.  Still smoking weed.  Completing cardiac rehab.  Review of system done extensively being negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Aspirin, Plavix, metoprolol, and Crestor.  Briefly was on amiodarone, presently off.  No anticoagulation.
Physical Exam:  Weight 184 pounds.  Blood pressure 143/81 by nurse.  Few rales on the left base.  Otherwise clear.  No arrhythmia, appears regular.  No ascites.  No edema.  Vein donor on the left leg.  No inflammatory changes.
Labs:  Recent chemistries are from June.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Creatinine of 1.4, which is baseline.  Normal phosphorus.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Present GFR 54.  Mild anemia 12.9.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No uremia.  Recent bypass surgery.  Preserved ejection fraction.
2. No complications, presently sinus rhythm, off amiodarone.
3. All chemistries stable.  Continue present regimen.
4. Blood pressure well controlled.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
