Dear Mr. Flegel:

This is a followup for Mr. Hatt with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and calcium oxalate stones.  Last visit in November.  Follow with urology Bay City.  Stone removed and stent removed.  He has chronic frequency and nocturia.  No infection, cloudiness, or blood.  Weight and appetite are stable.  Present review respiratory and cardiovascular symptoms being negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Noticed the Norvasc, diltiazem, metoprolol, and the dose of Flomax increased.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable and blood pressure by nurse 138/68.  Rales on the bases from restrictive lung disease and pulmonary fibrosis.  No wheezing or pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No ascites, tenderness, or masses.  Stable edema.  No focal deficits.

Labs:  Recent chemistries, creatinine 1.37, which is baseline representing a GFR of 54 stage II.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III.  No evidence of progression or symptoms.  Present electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus normal.  No anemia.  Continue present regimen.  Recent calcium oxalate procedures without complications.  No evidence of infection or bleeding.  I hear a bruit on the right-sided, you might want to explore a Doppler presently not symptomatic this is from the right carotid.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
