Thank you for this referral.

The patient comes for followup today.

She is 72-year-old female who recently was diagnosed to have CVA. She has been on Eliquis 5 mg twice daily. Further workup was done, which showed protein CS, antithrombin-3, and Factor V Leiden mutation were all negative. However, she did have some mild elevation of some of the phospholipid syndrome levels so that may be a risk factor for her for thromboembolic manifestation. So, at this point we should continue Eliquis 5 mg twice daily at least for six months. We will reevaluate her and make further recommendations at that point but because of slightly elevated level of some of the factor in phospholipid syndrome parameters that we should continue a close watch on Eliquis and subsequent followup.
