CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 77-year-old male in residence initially for respite care, at this point he is not sure when he is leaving and is a bit agitated about that. I told him he would need to address this with his daughter who is currently his POA and seeking guardianship. Staff report that he comes out for meals, he takes his medications, he will come out onto the unit occasionally and just sit around watching other people or TV or for activity. He has a female resident that he has been paling around with that has been contained by staff’ redirection.

DIAGNOSIS: Alcoholism, last drink was approximately 06/11.
When I spoke with the patient after we reviewed labs, he wanted to know when he was going to be leaving and I told him that that was between he and his daughter as she was the one who brought him here, clarified that we do not make the decision on when he is discharged. He started to become very angry, but he caught himself though his facial expression gave away his anger, but he did not say anything and he got up quietly and moved. Later, I saw him on the unit running around asking staff questions.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. CBC review. Some small abnormalities as to differential, but nothing significant. No treatment required.

2. CMP review. Actually, it is quite good. Alkaline phosphatase is elevated at 111; otherwise, labs are completely normal on CMP.

3. Screening thyroid function. TSH is 1.01, so a normal healthy thyroid gland.

4. Social. The patient can call his daughter regarding his wanting to come home, he does have a cell phone. I do not think he has a charger and that is per daughter’s information, I did bring up not misusing and calling and harassing people which he denied doing.
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
