CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 92-year-old female seen in the kitchen seated with other residents. The patient was quiet, she made eye contact; when I said hello to her, she did not say anything, but was cooperative with speaking with me. I asked how she was doing and she just shrugged her shoulders. When I asked about pain, she denied any.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, gait instability now in Broda chair, HTN, HLD, atrial fibrillation on Eliquis, chronic back pain, and hypothyroid.

ALLERGIES: LATEX.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly in her Broda chair. She made brief eye contact when I spoke to her.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/76, pulse 79, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, O2 saturation 94%.

NEURO: She is oriented x1, can still speak, just a few words at a time not necessarily in context. If she is uncomfortable, she can express it. She is cooperative to care and still tries to feed self.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: In a Broda chair. She has no lower extremity edema. She moves her arms. She weightbears for transfers and decreased muscle mass.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Anemia mild. Hemoglobin is 10.7, so half gram lower than it should be. Hematocrit WNL at 34.1 with normal platelet count of 355,000. The differential is a little off, but no intervention required at this time.

2. We have a UA and CMP pending.
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
