CC: Followup on UA results.
HPI: An 83-year-old female seen in room for a UA followup. The patient had complained of dysuria on 07/08 and results were finally available on 07/15, which were positive for E. coli UTI and sensitive to Cipro. Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. x7 days was started. She gets her medications at an outside pharmacy and they ended up sending two pills per day, but only for three days, so we need to extend the treatment time an additional four days, I suggested and she is in agreement. She also wants to switch her pharmacy to Walgreens, so that information was written.

DIAGNOSES: Morbid obesity, lymphedema much improved, nonambulatory secondary two above, CKD III, trigeminal neuralgia, hypothyroid, and cardiac arrhythmia with pacemaker.

ALLERGIES: SULFA, LATEX, and BETADINE.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was seated in her recliner. She was alert and engaging.
NEURO: Oriented x 2-3. Speech clear, can voice her needs and understands given information.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Moves her arms in normal range of motion. She has bilateral lower extremity lymphedema by history, but it is much improved from its baseline with left leg greater than right.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Review urinalysis released on 07/15 and just made it to us it is positive for an E. coli UTI sensitive to ciprofloxacin. I am writing for 500 mg b.i.d. x 4 days to complete the treatment time to seven days. The patient denies dysuria, so Pyridium deferred.
