DICTATION STARTS ABRUPTLY
HPI: A 70-year-old female wanted to speak with me and she had specific medications requested, rounding nurse tells me that she had been talking about this with other residents and made a decision as to what she was going to ask for based on their input as well. The patient was seated in the hallway as her room was being cleaned, so we met out there. She states that she occasionally gets muscle spasm; in the past, she had taken Flexeril, which has been effective, so she would like to have that ordered. She also has a history of OAB, this was discussed at some point maybe a month and a half ago and a trial of oxybutynin 5 mg b.i.d. was started. She tells me that it was of benefit, but then it began to wear off and so she is having increased leakage again. I told her that we could increase it and after this that was the max of the dose. I did bring up weight loss and toileting training like urinating every two hours rather than letting it accumulate. In any event, everything else is well with her.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Muscle spasm on occasion. Flexeril 5 mg one p.o. b.i.d. p.o. p.r.n.

2. OAB. Increased oxybutynin to 10 mg b.i.d.
