CC: Transition to new unit.
HPI: A 98-year-old female who moved during the week from AL to the Highlands for more care and hopefully improve socialization was seen today in room. I am told that patient has been more agitated, crying in pain, being unable to explain things, but just stating that she hurt everywhere. The patient’s son had been here to visit yesterday. There was issue about the patient’s granddaughters coming to see her and found her agitated, so they started doing the personal care on her; trying to change her, toilet her and the son came in and put an end to that. The son has also made it clear that he is the POA and that all information goes only to him as sister had been involved, she came to see her mother when she was agitated and had gone home and gotten the patient’s Norco and brought it and gave it to her without talking to the staff about it. The patient has oxycodone available to her along with Ativan Intensol, so the decision was made to start on a routine basis of both of these medications.

DIAGNOSES: Senile frailties severe, gait instability, overactive bladder, depression, hypertension, anxiety, eczematous changes scattered on forearms, CAD, visual deficits, very hard of hearing despite hearing aids, GERD, anxiety disorder, osteoporosis.

DIET: Regular.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/10 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN and TRAMADOL.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Pain management. Oxycodone 5 mg will be given with one 325 mg of Tylenol both q.6h. routine and Ativan 0.5 mg tablet to be given two hours after oxycodone q.6h. routine.

2. Social. Son is POA; he is the one to be contacted and to give information to. It is now about four hours later and the patient has been resting comfortably. Her two granddaughters came in to check on her and there were some fussing going on, but fortunately they left and the patient is now quiet again and resting. Staff report that they were able to go back and check on her and took her to toilet and she was fine and she is sleeping. There was also the question when I wanted to combine Tylenol with the oxycodone for improved benefit of medication that the daughter has said the patient was allergic to it; however, nowhere in her notes is that written and the patient had already had a dose of Tylenol yesterday with no adverse side effect.
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
