CC: Increased restless leg symptoms.
HPI: A 74-year-old female seen in room, she was walking about steadily and tells me that her RLS symptoms are occurring earlier in the evening and the medication does not last as long and benefit. Overall, she is feeling good, in good spirits and has been more active.

DIAGNOSES: Restless leg symptoms, advanced Parkinson’s disease, and gait instability requiring walker use.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/26 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 92/50, pulse 82, temperature 97.6, and respirations 16.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulating in apartment independently. She does have somewhat unsteady gait, but is able to stop and hold onto something. Her bilateral upper extremity tremor is very mild.

NEURO: The patient is alert and oriented x3, can give information and voices her need.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: RLS symptoms increased. I am increasing ropinirole to 0.5 mg h.s. with a 0.5 mg p.r.n. dose q.d. for breakthrough symptoms.
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
