CC: Cough.
HPI: A 78-year-old female seen in room, she was well-groomed, in her wheelchair and was pleasant. When the patient was seen on 07/05/2024, she complained of cough with congestion, was prescribed Delsym cough suppressant, amoxicillin 500 mg q.12h. for seven days. She states that she has just felt generally somewhat weak and has had this continued cough. She states that it is dry, nonproductive. Denies fevers or chills. She states that she has had decreased appetite.
DIAGNOSES: Cough, congestion without fevers or chills, unspecified dementia, relapsing-remitting MS, HTN, MCI, and GERD.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/26/2024 note.
ALLERGIES: ZOCOR and AMBIEN.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, able to voice her need.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/60, pulse 60, temperature 97.6, respiratory rate 18 and 168 pounds.
HEENT: Nares patent, but spoke with a nasal tone. Sclera clear.
RESPIRATORY: She has bilateral mid to lower field rales. Intermittent dry cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propelling herself around in her wheelchair.
SKIN: Warm, dry, intact and with good turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough with congestion. We will restart Delsym twice daily and I am adding a Medrol Dosepak to help with upper respiratory inflammation.
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
