CC: Cough, congestion with dizziness and nausea.
HPI: An 84-year-old female seen couple of times and I went to her room, she was out and about and after dinner, she is very social, so I caught her after that. When I approached the patient, she was out in one of the day rooms with other residents. She asked why I was asking for her and I read her what had been described as reason to see her. She looked to me very puzzled and she said “I don’t know what any of that’s about “and she denied that she had had any of those symptoms, stated that she was doing fine. There was another female resident next to her who spends a lot of time with her who had a look on her face and then later stated that she had been complaining about those things, but it was clear that the patient may just not have remembered them. So, after talking with her, she stated that she was fine and did not need to be seen.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is well-developed and nourished. She is alert and verbal.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/70, pulse 79, temperature 98.9, respiratory rate 18 and 226 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is ambulatory in her room, gets around in her electric scooter without difficulty. She has bilateral lower extremity lymphedema with edema of both legs. She has received treatment for that, but has not been consistent with doing it on her own.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough and congestion. The patient denies if there is any issue during the week and I will address it with prescribing appropriate medication.
