HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents for a followup after a motorcycle accident where he laid his motorcycle down and slid and had multiple abrasions throughout his body, did go to the ER where they did an MRI and a CT that visit we did put him on antibiotics to prevent infection as well as tramadol for pain. He reports today stating the wounds are healing well, but he does still have some shoulder discomfort and would like more pain medication.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Depression and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral nerve clamps in the eyes.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does report smoking half a pack of cigarettes a day.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress. Alert and oriented x3.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds appreciated.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.
ABDOMEN: Nontender. No guarding. No rigidity.
EXTREMITIES: Focused exam on the left shoulder shows limited range of motion on extension and flexion. Positive *__________* and positive tenderness to palpation on the bicipital groove. No crepitus. No edema. No erythema.
SKIN: Multiple healed abrasions throughout left shoulder, forearm, and left side of his back. No signs of infection. No erythema. No edema. No drainage noted.
ASSESSMENT: Left shoulder pain.
PLAN: The patient already has an MRI, no need to repeat. Advised to go to physical therapy. We will provide pain medication Celebrex for the next 30 days and tramadol for the next 10 days. The patient was discharged in stable condition. No further questions at this time.
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
