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This is a 75-year-old woman from Sri Lanka who is on hospice because of Alzheimer's dementia.

The caretaker tells me that she is eating less. She is losing weight. She continues to be bowel and bladder incontinent. She is still sleeping 18 to 19 hours a day. She is ADL dependent. She is very confused. She continues to lose weight at least 2 to 3 pounds with severe muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition.

She continues not to be oriented to person, place or time at this time in her life. The patient’s vital signs are stable. Blood pressure is controlled. The patient does not require oxygen. Her O2 sat is stable. The patient does require medication for her sundowner’s syndrome, continues to have a KPS score of 40% and the weight loss and other findings are unavoidable and consistent with progression of her disease. She remains hospice appropriate at this time.
