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This is a 69-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of thyroid cancer. She has had significant weight loss. The patient has had progressive decline in her care associated with weight loss, not eating, protein-calorie malnutrition, requires the help of her daughter who is her primary caregiver. She can no longer ambulate by herself. Her KPS score which was started at 50 is now to 40% because she requires the help of others to survive. Her ambulation is down to minimum. She requires position changing and is fed through a PEG. The weight loss is unavoidable and she is expected to do poorly. The patient remains hospice appropriate and expected to live less than six months.
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
