This is a 77-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with history of breast cancer and bronchiectasis. The patient has a positive HER-2 and positive PR. The patient has metastatic disease into the left lung and brain. The patient originally was diagnosed with ductal invasive carcinoma, has required radiation and chemotherapy in the past, but no longer is a candidate. The patient was found to have severely malnourished because of her cancer, weight loss is unavoidable, anemic, protein-calorie malnutrition, albumin of 2.4. Overall prognosis is quite poor for this woman. She requires help with all ADL. She is confused because of her brain metastasis, also by the way has both lung and liver metastases. The patient is expected to live days to weeks, most likely has less than six months to live and is expected to die on hospice and continues to remain a hospice candidate at this time. KPS score is at 40% now.
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
