Dear Jennifer:

This is a followup for Rae Ann with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, prior right-sided clear cell renal cancer and nephrectomy.  Last visit in January.  Has atrial fibrillation, recent cardioversion and ablation Dr. Esan without complications.  Doing a 30-day monitor.  She has now noted chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  Denies nausea, vomiting, bowel or urinary problems.  She has aortic valve replacement and remains on Coumadin.  Denies gross urine, bleeding, cloudiness or blood.  Other extensive review of system was done being negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight the vitamin D125 on losartan, Norvasc, Bumex, cholesterol treatment Coumadin, antiarrhythmics, and sotalol.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 214 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 122/62.  Alert and oriented x3.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  She has an increased S2 from the valve placement.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness or ascites.  No gross edema or focal neurological deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries in July, creatinine 2.05, which is baseline representing a GFR of 25 stage IV with a normal electrolytes, acid base, nutritional, calcium, and phosphorus.  PTH at 113.  Anemia 12.2.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, underlying diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis, and prior right-sided nephrectomy from clear cell renal cancer without evidence of recurrence.  She has been treated for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Other chemistries stable as indicated above.  There is anemia but no indication for EPO treatment.  Cardiology managing atrial fibrillation, cardioversion, ablation, anticoagulation, antiarrhythmics, and the aortic valve replacement.  No decompensation of CHF.  Continue vitamin D125 for elevated PTH.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
