Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a followup for Mr. Galvin with chronic kidney disease, CHF, and low ejection fraction.  Last visit from March.  No hospital visit.  Weight up to 234 pounds.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  According to wife, he eats all day long, apparently not doing much of salt restriction.  Frequent diarrhea, takes Lomotil.  No bleeding.  Denies infection in the urine.  Stable edema.  Stable dyspnea.  He is not very physically active.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  No falling episode, last one a year ago.  Chronic back pain and surgery.  Review of system otherwise is done.  He has problems with memory and dementia.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I am going to highlight the Jardiance, Lasix, and potassium.
Physical Examination:  He looks an elderly gentleman frail.  No gross respiratory distress.  Blood pressure by nurse 158/60.  Few rhonchi and wheezes.  No pleural effusion.  No pericardial rub.  Heart tones are very distant.  Obesity of the abdomen, no ascites.  4+ edema bilateral.

Labs:  Chemistries in June, creatinine 1.8, which is baseline.  Anemia 10.8.  Low platelet count.  Normal white blood cell.  Normal sodium, potassium, and acid base.  Low albumin.  Corrected calcium upper normal.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  No documented obstruction or urinary retention.  His ischemic cardiomyopathy and low ejection fraction with prior coronary artery disease and treatment appears stable.  He needs to be more careful on salt fluid restriction.  I did not change diuretic or potassium replacement.  He is tolerating Jardiance.  He has underlying COPD.  There is anemia but no need for EPO treatment.  There are low platelets but no active bleeding.  Chemistries, kidney disease as indicated above.  Continue to monitor overtime.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
