Dear Scott:
This is a followup for David with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in March.  No hospital emergency room visit.  Besides night cramps, extensive review of systems done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Takes no blood pressure medicines.
Physical Exam:  Present weight stable 150 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 142/58.  No gross skin mucosal abnormalities.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites, tenderness, edema or neurological deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries in July.  Creatinine 1.8 representing a GFR of 38.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 10.7.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  No progression.  Not symptomatic.  No dialysis.  Chemistries as indicated above stable.  Anemia but no EPO treatment.  Unfortunately, he did not bring the actual medications.  He mentioned before that he was taking Farxiga.  It does not show on the present medication list.  Diabetes appears to be well controlled at 6.1.  I do not see recent iron studies.  Prior renal biopsy did not show any immune complex.  Continue to follow overtime.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
