CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for a followup after work related injury.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that the right shoulder is painful upon exertion and the pain level is 5 or 6.

The patient is still complaining of headache and radiating to the upper part of the neck and it is worse upon activities of daily living. The patient also has brain *________*; however, it is less frequent. Pain in the neck of the low back is less.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals headache extending to upper part of the neck and range of movement is painful.
Right shoulder examination reveals minimal tenderness of the rotator cuff.

Cervical spine examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the spine and range of movement is painful.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate but slow pace.
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
