CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son stating that he is in good health and his activities are at his baseline. The patient does walk in the home and use the bathroom by himself.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, cough, sputum production, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, or tremors or falling down episodes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for throat cancer resection resulting in tracheostomy.

The patient has a history of stent placement and he is on clopidogrel 75 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of prostatic enlargement and he is on finasteride 5 mg once a day. The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg half tablet once a day through G-tube.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his son and he takes care of the patient 24 x 7. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient has G-tube feeding and it is managed by his son every day.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable and tracheostomy is in place without any secretions.
CHEST: Symmetrical without any deformity.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and G-tube is in place and surrounding tissues are unremarkable. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient ambulates with a walker.
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
