This is a televisit as the patient could not come.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is complaining of burning urination and occasionally has chills. There was no high fever. The patient has similar episodes few times in the past. She has urinary incontinence and recently visited her surgeon for stage IV sacral decubitus ulcer.

The patient is mostly sedentary and her husband helps her and she had tried Foley catheter in the past but still it is off, husband changes her diaper five or six times a day.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or blood in the urine.

ASSESSMENT: Dysuria and chills.

PLAN: Urinary culture is ordered along with CBC at a laboratory and Tylenol 500 mg one tablet three times a day as needed. Also the patient stated that her fasting blood glucose sometimes less than 100 and she is advised to check the blood sugar twice a day and hold glipizide if the blood sugar is less than 90. The patient is advised to return to clinic in one week when she is able to.
