HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with request for wound evaluation and stitches removal. She did have tummy tuck and appendectomy. She cannot get into either surgeon to remove the sutures for approximately two weeks. No fevers. No chills. No body aches. No oozing from the wound noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation, two C-sections, appendectomy, and tummy tuck.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of smoking or drinking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is in no acute distress, alert and oriented x3.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Upon exam of the belly button, there are four sutures that have cleared to be taken out. No signs of infection. The four sutures were removed. Evaluation of the incision for the appendectomy noted mild edema. No erythema.
EXTREMITIES: Nontender. Full range of motion.
PLAN: The patient was given education on how to do continued wound care and to follow up with her surgeon postop. All questions were answered. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
