WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION CASE

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents today post surgery on the left hand third digit that was unsuccessful in removing all the nail and now requires a surgery clearance after 58 days of the first surgery that they are going to go back in and take another couple of millimeters. He has had no changes in health status. No reports of lightheadedness, dizziness, felt like he is going to pass out or any changes in his health. He requests an EKG as well as labs per the surgeon’s request.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left hand surgery and right leg surgery also.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or drug use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: No acute distress noted. Alert and oriented x3.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymph node enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds appreciated in all quadrants and clear. No expiratory wheezes.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. There is an umbilical hernia appreciated with no sounds in the hernia.
EXTREMITIES: Nontender. Full range of motion. I did note that left hand third digit approximately 90% of the distal joint space is gone. There is observed nail growth that is embedded but not infected, in his finger.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Left hand finger amputation.
PLAN: Plan is to clear for surgery and to follow up as needed.
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
