This is a 93-year-old woman. Currently on hospice with essential hemorrhagic thrombocytopenia. This 93-year-old woman was brought into the emergency room with blood loss anemia. The patient’s family had requested minimal workup including no EGD or colonoscopy as the cause of her pain. The patient was quite anemic. CT scan showed atelectasis, large hiatal hernia, and no source of bleeding was identified.
The patient has renal sufficiency with GFR of 39. The patient has elevated PT and PTT at 16.2 and 37.5 cause unknown with BUN of 37, creatinine 1.2, H&H of 6 and 21, which is a life-threatening, which is quite low. The patient subsequent kept comfortable and was sent home with hospice. Once again, the patient was tachycardic and did not want anything to workup done. The patient is expected to do poorly and will most likely continue to bleed at other site. The patient is kept comfortable. She is confused and has very little time to live. The attending physician felt like the patient has hematologic malignancy as the cause of her PT, PTT elevation. KPS score is at 30%. Death is imminent. The patient is very hospice appropriate.
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
