HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in March 4, 2023.  The patient was driving a motor vehicle drill, however, as he was driving, he got rear-ended by another vehicle.  It resulted in a roll over accident.  His car rolled over twice.  As he was rolling over, he hit the head against the pillar of the car.  The patient had severe headache.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was dazed out.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  The patient also had imaging done for the brain.  The patient was found to have a lesion of 9 mm of the left carotid gland.  The patient tells me that it was done at University Medical Imaging also had a spine imaging.
Since the event, the patient had severe headache.  His memory is poor.  He is not able to remember as much as previously.  The patient has occasional nausea.  The patient becomes very sensitive to light.  The patient is very sensitive to sounds.  The patient is irritable.  The patient has lethargy and fatigue.
The patient is currently working in construction as an inspector.  The patient tells me that significant sound sensitivity and light sensitivity at the work site is affecting his job performance.  His memory is also poor.  The patient is not able to remember his task duties.  The headaches are affecting his concentration.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  On March 4th, 2023, the patient was rear-ended, resulted in a roll over accident.  The patient’s car was rolled over twice.  The patient hit the head against the pillar in the car.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient is confused and disoriented.  The patient has dazed out.  After that, the patient has been having consistent headaches.  The patient had sensitivity to light and sensitivity to sound.  The patient also has frequent fatigue and lethargy.
On MOCA examination, the patient exhibited poor memory.  His five-minute short-term recall is 1/5.  It clearly shows the patient has decrease in memory.  It is my opinion, that he has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The frequent headaches, poor memory, nausea sensation, sensitivity to light, sensitivity to sound, fatigue and lethargy symptoms are all common symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
