PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: No acute distress noted. Alert and oriented x 3.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple. No thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Normal breath sounds.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion.

SKIN: Without rash or lesion.

ASSESSMENT: Migraine with aura.
PLAN: We will do Zofran and Toradol injections in the clinic and refill her Fioricet and have her follow up with neurologist as needed. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
