This is a 72-year-old lady who is currently on hospice with diagnoses of history of right-sided CVA, gastrointestinal bleed, severe anemia which the patient has chosen not to treat any longer. She is bedbound. Her hospice diagnosis is consistent with endstage CVA. She is now sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day. Her daughter Joann is her primary caregiver. She has a KPS score of 40% because she is no longer can be left alone, requires assistant with ADL around the clock and total dependency. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has contractures about the lower extremity. She appears quite pale. She also has paraplegia related to her previous CVA affecting more the right than the left side. She has a G-tube in place which she receives nutrition too along with free water; despite the G-tube, the patient continues to lose weight. She has protein-calorie malnutrition, now with profound GI bleed. Overall prognosis is very poor. She is confused, at times obtunded, oriented to person only at this time. Overall prognosis is quite poor. She is hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live at this time.
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
