Mr. John Vincent Sanches is a 67-year-old gentleman with endstage history of congestive heart failure on hospice. The patient has low ejection fraction consistent with chronic systolic congestive heart failure. The patient’s KPS score is 40% at this time. He is much more confused. He has Heart Association stage IV because of weakness and shortness of breath at all times. He suffers from cardiac cachexia. He requires help with all ADLs. He has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence which he totally is. He receives morphine for pain around the clock. Because of hypoperfusion as well as his medication, he is confused most of the time, sleeping majority of the day, stays in bed and continues to decline.
He requires O2 because of his congestive heart failure and right-sided heart failure with lower extremity edema. He remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
