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A 71-year-old woman on hospice with history of endstage COPD, hypertension, endstage renal disease, chronic pain syndrome, and sacral pressure ulcer stage III.
There has been minimal change as far as sacral ulcers are concerned. The patient requires dialysis; actually, she is going to dialysis now because she has rales and what looks like evidence of volume overload. The abscess about the left breast has now stabilized, there is no more drainage and the infection has improved with the help of antibiotics. She is total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, short of breath at all times. Her O2 saturation is at 92% on 2 L. The patient also has extensive history of smoking in the past, ADL dependent and bowel incontinence remains. KPS score is 40%. The patient continues to deteriorate with decreased appetite and evidence of protein-calorie malnutrition. Overall prognosis remains poor.
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
