The patient presents with history of painful throat with some discomfort right ear for the past three days. He states that the pain is increasing with some pressure to ear.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He states he just graduated, staying at home with parents working out of town. He states he is learning how to invest in stocks, has made $1000.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tonsils inflamed and large, with exudates, without evidence of peritonsillar abscess. Neck: 1+ right adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu, strep, and COVID testing, all of which were negative.

IMPRESSION: Tonsillitis with exudates, non-strep.

PLAN: The patient was given amoxicillin 500 mg to take for 10 days. Follow up in two days if not clearing for further evaluation including mono test which does not appear to be warranted at this time with the patient wanting to wait.
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
