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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 95-year-old Hispanic female that we have been following in this office because of CKD stage IV. However, the patient has been in very stable condition. This time, she has a creatinine of 1.48, a BUN of 43 and an estimated GFR that is 32.5 which makes her stage III. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The excretion of protein is between 200 and 300 mg/g of creatinine.

2. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

3. The patient has arterial hypertension that has been under control.

4. The patient has pulmonary fibrosis that is followed by the pulmonologist. The patient is remarkably stable. We are going to give her an appointment to see us in four months with laboratory workup.
We spent 7 minutes with the lab interpretation and comparison with the prior labs, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
