The patient also has nausea and vomiting.  The patient feels severely dizzy.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.

The patient is currently having significant headaches.  She has migraine headaches almost every day.  The patient also has frequent nausea and vomiting.  The patient has pressure in the face and head.  The patient has frequent dizziness.  The patient has light sensitivity and sound sensitivity.  The patient has sleep insomnia issues.  The patient is not sleep at night.
