Every two months, she sees me and she feels that the Xanax she is taking, but stretching it, so usually she takes two and stretches it up to two months. The patient was explained that I would like to give her the regular two a day dose. The patient feels that that “no, give me the original dose. I will not do that. I will go to primary care physician and get the support.” Also, encouraged to continue taking her glipizide. The patient is taking fluphenazine every now and then, auditory hallucinations are there. Dentures are completed. Support and reassurance is given. We will follow.
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
