He is taking Cogentin. The patient has received Prolixin shot. The patient feels that he cannot sit still. We will give him small dose of Ativan at this time and keep the patient in my office for at least 30 minutes to see whether he can settle down. Sister reports that after he came out, he was very difficult at home, he was constantly talking and walking, he could not stop, even he was closing his eyes and walking. I have described acathisia to the patient and he is on Cogentin, but still it is not holding him. We will give him small dose of Ativan. Side effects of medication discussed. Coping discussed. We will restart medication. We will see him in 10 days.
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
