The patient returned to the clinic with his girlfriend seeking medical records and preparations to go into the emergency room. She works in a family practice clinic in The Woodlands. So, they are going to go to Hermann Hospital in The Woodlands. The patient states that she has been getting low oxygen saturations at home. Oxygen saturation repeated in the waiting room was 98%, no evidence of respiratory distress, but the patient states he was feeling worse. Records were given with CD of the x-rays as well as photos on cell phone, to be seen in the Emergency Room in The Woodlands for further evaluation and treatment. He states that they had started the antibiotics giving to him yesterday and had taken three doses at this time. Again, the patient is going to the emergency room as directed with some increased distress without evidence of response to antibiotics and concern about his condition.
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
