Workmen’s compensation injury. The patient is here with complaints of having a burn from hot coffee today at work at Cleveland Healthcare, was seen by wound care nurse there with dressing applied.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory other than present illness.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Noticed bullous-type lesions present on the left dorsolateral wrist measuring 5 to 8 cm with bullae, intact without excoriation. Remainder examination of extremities within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Second-degree burn, left wrist, hot coffee.

PLAN: The patient had Betadine soak and then applied sterile dressing with Silvadene to the left wrist. The patient is to keep dressing clean and dry, to follow up on Monday for removal of dressing and status of bullae, to remove excoriated blisters if ruptured with continued Silvadene dressings, with followup next week to see me as well. The patient is given tetanus toxoid, routine care. Allowed to return to work with limitations and to keep dressing clean and dry and limited use of left arm.
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
