The patient is here with mother with a history of Alzheimer's and cerebral palsy. Mother states she has been refusing food and water for the past week. She states that she is not on medications because she ran out and has not followed up with neurologist in Pasadena.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above autism, cerebral palsy, and combative behavior.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: History of increased agitation off medications.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Grossly intact. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurologic: Other than present illness, no other abnormalities.

IMPRESSION: Anorexia with history of autism and cerebral palsy with combative behavior, questionable pharyngitis. The patient is empirically placed back on amoxicillin to take for 10 days. Mother states she takes liquids and all her medications were restarted after calling multiple pharmacies in order to get that accomplished. Mother advised increased fluids and progress diet. Follow up with neurologist as soon as possible in Pasadena.
