CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 70-year-old female referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 70-year-old female who reports that she had a prior evaluation and was found to have a murmur. She was subsequently referred for evaluation. She reports rare chest pain which is non-exertional. She has no dyspnea on exertion. An echocardiogram performed by the Berkeley Cardiovascular Medical Group on 06/27/2024 is reviewed. This revealed left ventricular systolic function to be normal. Left ventricular ejection fraction 65-70%. There was no segmental wall motion abnormality. There was grade I diastolic dysfunction. Left atrium was noted to be normal in size. There was trivial mitral regurgitation. There was further noted to be mild to moderate aortic regurgitation. The aortic valve pressure half time was noted to be 630 milliseconds.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Murmur.

2. Decreased visual acuity.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Left breast mass.
2. Precancerous lesion of the cervix.

MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Father with diabetes and history of murmur. A baby brother had diabetes. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: She reports that her dog died in April and her best friend died one month later. Then one month later, her daughter stopped breathing from the patient reports marijuana use in June 2024. She denies cigarette or drug use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had mild weight loss.
Skin: She reports itching rash.

Head: No trauma.

Eyes: She reports that she is legally blind in one eye. She has macular degeneration.

Neck: She has stiffness and pain.

Cardiac: History of murmur as noted.
Gastrointestinal: She reports acid reflux.

Genitourinary: She has frequency and incontinence.
Musculoskeletal: Unremarkable.

Neurologic: She has dizziness. 

Psychiatric: She has depression.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 119/64, pulse 62, respiratory rate 20, height 58”, and weight 117.4 pounds.

Remainder of the examination is unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. Mild to moderate aortic regurgitation.

2. Grade I diastolic dysfunction.

3. Decreased visual acuity.

PLAN: Review echo and stress test.

ADDENDUM: EKG revealed sinus rhythm of 59 beats per minute, normal intervals, and otherwise normal EKG.
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
