FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father are both living but there is cancer, hypertension, and diabetes in the family.

ALLERGIES: SEROQUEL and HALDOL.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation, eye surgery, and multiple after gunshot wounds and subsequently left patient blind.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Does not drink. Of courses, she is disabled. She used to work for the state school in the past. She has two children but she did not see very much. She lives in a group home at this time.

MEDICATIONS: Clonidine 0.2 mg b.i.d., Prozac 20 mg once a day, Vicodin p.r.n. for pain, Ambien 10 mg at nighttime, and Abilify 10 mg at bedtime.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/80, pulse is 88, respiration is 18, afebrile, and O2 saturation 98%.

NECK: Shows JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 43-year-old delightful blind black woman with status post eye injury secondary to gunshot wound with hypertension, schizophrenia, and depression who lives in a group home. The patient was evaluated for end-of-life care. The patient has no diagnosis or definitely has more than six months to live to qualify for palliative or hospice care at this time.
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
