Devonni comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She is accompanied by her mother, Anice, who provides the history. Apparently, Devonni was born premature and she recently failed her eye test with the pediatrician. Unlike her brother, she does not have retinopathy of prematurity and she did not have laser treatments when she was an infant. She has some speech and language impairment, but does not have trouble reaching for objects in her environment nor avoiding hazards in her environment. She does not wear glasses. She has not had eye surgery. She does not use eye drops. She does not take systemic medications.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of–0.50 –0.50 x 096 on the right and plano on the left. The near acuity with and without correction measures 20/20 on each side at 10 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. The intraocular pressures are soft to palpation. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear and quiet. The fundus examination is unremarkable. There are no hemorrhages. There is no retinopathy. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing is not available because of cooperation, but clinically, the visual fields are full to confrontation.
Assessment:
1. Myopia, right eye.

2. Emmetropia, left eye.
Devonni has excellent visual acuity and no evidence of visual field deficit. She has only mild refractive error on the right side. Based upon these findings, she should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the classroom. She can read small size print, use a computer, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is good.
