Dear Mrs. Geitman:
This is a followup for Roy with chronic kidney disease and prior hypertension.  Last visit in January.  Blood pressure runs low, but he has no symptoms of chest pain, palpitation, lightheadedness or dyspnea.  Denies gastrointestinal losses.  No bleeding.  Takes no diuretics.  Extensive review of systems done being negative.
Physical Exam:  Weight down from 151 pounds to 143 pounds.  Blood pressure large calf left-sided sitting position 88/60.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No abdominal tenderness or ascites.  No edema or neurological deficit.  Mild decreased hearing.  He takes Allegra for sinuses.
Labs:  Labs reviewed.  Creatinine stable 1.54, GFR of 45.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime, no progression, not symptomatic.  No dialysis.  Associated chemistries.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
2. Mild anemia but no external bleeding.  Blood pressure in the low side, but not symptomatic.  Nothing to suggest acute cardiovascular, infection or gastrointestinal abnormalities.  Next blood test we are going to check thyroid studies.  All issues discussed with the patient.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
