Dear Kurt:
This is a followup for Mr. Dent with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visits.  Minor dyspnea, but no cough or sputum production.  No chest pain, palpitations or syncope.  No orthopnea or PND.

Review of system done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Noticed the Norvasc, losartan, tolerating Jardiance and metformin.
Physical Examination: Today weight 167 pounds.  Blood pressure 124/60 on the left-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No ascites or distention.  No edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries in May.  Creatinine 2.1 appears stable represents a GFR of 31 stage IIIB.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB to IV.  No evidence of progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis, or volume overload.  No indication for dialysis.  He does have underlying hypertension, diabetes, and well controlled blood pressure.  We are monitoring potassium in the upper side with a normal sodium, mild metabolic acidosis, and normal nutrition and calcium.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  All issues discussed.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
