This is a progress report on Dakota Brandon.

Dakota was seen today on 07/26 with history of pain and swelling of the lesion over the face. The patient has several lesions looking like acne and one seems to be infected.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of acne for last two to three years. The patient is seeing a dermatologist.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 19-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weight 165 pounds, and blood pressure 110/60.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Face: Several acnes one seems to be infected.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Infected lesion acne of the face on the left.

2. Acne vulgaris.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We should go ahead and start him on antibiotic. We will start him on Keflex 500 mg three times daily for 10 days and refer him to dermatologist.
