HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a pleasant 45-year-old female presents today with soreness of mouth, possible infection due to her temperature and body aches for the last two days. She states that she had dentures placed on the top five or six months ago, but the bottom dentures have not been done yet, significant loss of all teeth with open sores that ooze and are painful to touch. The patient has been doing Motrin and Tylenol for discomfort, trying to get into her surgeon for dentures on the bottom, but there is no appointment till April.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal and D&C.
ALLERGIES: She is allergic to SULFA and MORPHINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: This is alert and oriented x 3 patient, in no acute distress.
EENT: Within normal limits. Noted oral cavity inspection entire bottom row teeth missing. On the left midsection, there are two open sores that are oozing pustulous food with foul smell.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Oral cellulitis.
PLAN: We will treat with antibiotic and antiinflammatory. Advised the patient to follow up with surgeon for continued care. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
