PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Alert, oriented patient in no acute distress.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears: Left ear noted tympanic bulging with erythema of the canal. The right ear, there is mild erythema. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea. No turbinate edema. Throat: Mild erythema. No exudate noted. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Left otitis media, upper respiratory infection and cough.
PLAN: We will treat with amoxicillin at this time. Advised grandmother on self-care for symptom management at home. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
