CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient presents with mother complaining of left ear pain and it even hurts when she opens her jaw, has had much discomfort. She has been taking over-the-counter ear drops as well as ibuprofen. Mother states that she does a lot of swimming and she possibly gets swimmer’s ear. This has been going on for the last two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Alert and oriented x 3 patient, in no acute distress.

EENT: Left ear canal erythema. No bulging of the TM. Otherwise, within normal limits.

NECK: Supple without enlarged thyroid.

RESPIRATORY: Clear to auscultation.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: External otitis media.

PLAN: We will treat with Ciprodex drops for the next seven days. Advised the patient to follow up as needed. The patient discharged in stable condition and all questions answered.
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
