Her son Roy is doing a fantastic job trying to take care of her mother with the help of hospice at home because he had promise to her that he would never put her in a nursing home. Her appetite of course is diminished. Weight loss is unavoidable. She is expected to do poorly. She requires the help of other people including her son to survive, hence puts her at a KPS score of 40%. Overall prognosis remains poor and expected to die within the next six months or much less and remains hospice appropriate.
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
